Preferably the floor is colored black. If not it can be covered with 
Black Dance Floor. The stage is open / no curtains, or – in case the 
space is not appropriate – black curtains will be used on sides and in 
the back ( this will be decided upon the examination of the 
performing space ).If the walls of the space are not black the space 
needs to have black curtains from all 3 sides. 

The set design requires Extremely Straight Floor Surface with no 
bumps. If the floor has bumps, or places where is uneven please 
inform the producer or technician so we can adapt the set. 

COAL:  

2kg of wood charcoal for barbeque ( not briquettes )  

INCENSE: 

15 minutes before the show, we use Frankincense Incense. Small 
tea-light and incense burner is to be used ( provided by us ). Fire 
alarms in the performing space need to be turn off during that period 
and also first 20 minutes of the show until the smoke is gone. 

CLEANING: 

Stage ( not the set – design ) must be cleaned 30 minutes before the 
rehearsal and show. Please look at the schedule for cleaning time. 
VACUUM CLEANER: 
After the show, vacuum cleaner is needed to remove a Coal dust. 

The stage should be heated to maintain the temperature of 20°C.
